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United nations with green credentials
THE initials in TT Recycling 
stand for Twin Turbo, something 
which boss William Souvatzoglou 
says re ̄ects his business outlook 
and that of his workforce, the 
vast majority of whom are 
Slovakian.

ªWe don't move slowly, we are 
quite a progressive operation in 
what we do which is probably 
noticeable with regard to our rapid 
growth rate,º he said.

ªI have a very strong team of 
workers which is one of the greatest 
assets of any business. 

ªYou have got to have a good 
team behind you and I have got 
a very good team,º added the 
Antipodean.

TT Recycling employs and 
contracts 120 staff nationwide, 
including 40 at its headquarters in 
Gatehouse Close, Aylesbury.

Most of the staff come from 
the same town of Slovakia, called 
Levoca.

According to William, they were 
being exploited by an unscrupulous 
employer based in Berkshire, until 
he took them under his wing.

He said his staff are now ® tting in 

well into the Aylesbury community 
and are embracing British culture.

ªSome of these people had 
been over here quite some time 
and had not been encouraged to 
learn the language and they were 
getting exploited because they 
did not know what their rights 
were.

ªThey now have language lessons 
and are repatriating into the UK 
side of things. They are establishing 
bases here, providing an income 

for the tenancy market and 
strengthening the retail sector as 
they have money to spend.

ªI have also helped a couple of 
them get mortgages.º

He went on: ªThey work very well 
together as a team, they are from 
the same towns and we have a lot 
of families here, mothers, 
daughters, brothers, sisters, uncles 
and aunts. 

ªThey work very hard for the 
company and are equally rewarded 

for their hard work.º
TT Recycling makes sure 

products such as books, batteries, 
DVDs, CDs, VHS tapes, clothing, 
mobile phones, computer 
equipment and metal do not end 
up damaging the environment in 
land® ll sites.

It sends out 300,000 collection 
bags to households every week, 
giving them an easy opportunity to 
recycle unwanted items.

The bags are then collected 
and ® nd their way to depots such 
as Aylesbury, where their contents 
are sifted through by staff.

In the case of books, ones in bad 
condition are pulped to make other 
products.

The remainder, which makes 
up the vast majority, are donated 
to good causes such as hospitals 
and care homes, or put up for 
sale from a penny each on 
internet sites such as Amazon and 
e-bay. This ensures they are not 
pulped unnecessarily. 

The ® rm generates income 
through placing advertising in 
the recycling bags, which are 100 
per cent degradable, and the 
packages it sends out to its 
customers.

ªWe ® nd companies want to align 
themselves with us,º said William.

ªThat is our biggest strength 
± our distribution.º

However, it is not just 
corporations which bene® t from TT 
Recycling, which is af® liated with GT 
Recycling.

To date, they have managed to 
raise more than #40,000 for both 
local and national charities.

Charities, including Aylesbury's 
PACE Centre, which cares for 
children with cerebral palsy, are 
also offered invaluable space 
on items that the ® rm sends 
out in which to promote 
themselves.

TT Recycling was only formed in 
August 2009 and has grown rapidly 
since then.

William is already planning the 
® rm's next steps.

ªOur ultimate goal is to spread 
the awareness of recycling. I want 
us to grow, I want to invest in 
Aylesbury, that is why I have chosen 
to keep my head of® ce here,º the 
35-year-old added.

ªIt is geographically in a great 
location for a whole multitude of 
different reasons.

ªI would like to see the team in 
Aylesbury grow to 150 staff.º

William thanked managers 
at Sivatech, who lease the 
building to TT Recycling, for 
helping him secure the  Aylesbury 
base and the ® rm's ongoing future 
and growth.
